PAT: Program Association Table 

BAT: Bouquet Association Table.  

Table describing a bouquet of programs offered by a broadcaster. 

NIT:  Network Information Table. 

SDT: Service Description Table. 

EIT: Event Information Table, TV guide or EPG. 

PMT: Program Map Table.  

Reference to packets with PCR, name of programs, copyright, reference of the data streams with PIDs etc. Belonging to 

the relevant program. 

TDT: Time and Date Table. 

CAT: Conditional Access Table. 

EMM: Entitlement Management Message. 

ECM: Entitlement Control Message. 

Code Download:   Code download services are used for updating software on setup boxes off air. These services are also monitored. 

EPG: Electronic Programme Guide. 

Audio monitoring: Audio monitoring: Monitor full scale values of audio levels.  All the tracks are monitored, as well as surround sound 

tracks.   

An alarm is triggered when the audio is lower than a certain threshold. 

Audio Levels Audio levels in red (0 to -10 dbFS Full Scale) are usually found to be too loud and should be reported. 

Video Monitoring: Bandwidth, continuity errors.   Upper and lower limits are set in configuration. When the bandwidth or continuity 

counters are more or less than these thresholds, an alarm will be triggered.   

When video becomes static for a pre-configured period of time, an alarm will also be triggered.
